and the economic, social and cultural benefits that may derive from it.

We will show our support of Kernewek, the Cornish language, by undertaking to do the following:

1. Welcome members of the public with key Cornish phrases (see Appendix 1).

6. We will replace the word “Cornwall” with “Kernow” wherever it occurs within our

organisation.

7. We will participate in Speak Cornish Week each year.

Use bilingual headings (Kernewek and English) on all of our official documents.

Use Kernewek on signs within our parish and on our buildings and vehicles (see Appendix 2).
We will set up bilingual email signatures (see Appendix 3).
We will use the Cornwall Council translation service to ensure accurate use of the language
